ABSTRACT

Objective. To study the level and dynamics of
the manifestations of quantitative characteris-
tics, such as dribbles, tricks, passes and throws
executed by basketball player right and left hands
during the competition.

Methods. Pedagogical observation, and analysis
of competitive activity (Championship and cup of
Uzbekistan) of Ushekistan’s leading club teams
such as «MHSK» (Tashkent), «Electroapparat»
(Tashkent), «Sogdiana» (Navoi) by video and ste-
nography analysis were used in the study. The
study involved 38 baskethall players including 17
Masters of sport, 16 Candidates for Master of
Sport and five First-Class Sportsmen.

Results. Comparative analysis of amount of game ac-
tions produced by right and left hand during participa-
tion of qualified baskethall players in the Championship
and the Cup of the country shows the absolute preva-
lence of basketball tricks executed by the right hand
and on the right side. It was found that the «right-
handed» basketball players have very poorly developed
ahility to perform game actions by the left hand, and
the «left-handed» players, vice versa.

Conclusions. The use of complex situation-playing
exercises, that symmetrically develop right and left-
sided motor function specific to basketball are neces-
sary for effective training of basketball players.
